he officers, com-
mittee and mem-
bers of ECDA and

all our sub-groups and
societies deeply regret
the passing of our highly
esteemed Secretary and
founder member Mr Jim
Edgar.

Jim’s gentle man-
ner touched everyone in
the association in which
he worked tirelessly.
We had no hesitation in
nominating Jim Edgar
for the Mayor’s Award in
November 2008, an hon-
our he received for ser-
vices to the community.
His many hours of hard
work resulted in various
successful bids for grants
aid aimed at improving
the life of our local com-
munity.

He was instrumental
in the refurbishment of
Edenderry Orange Hall
allowing it to become a
modern venue suitable

for the growing number
of community group
classes, clubs and soci-
eties it now accommo-
dates. From a building
with one meeting hall,
outdated kitchen and in-
adequate toilet facilities,
it now boasts a function
hall, meeting room, well
proportioned kitchen and
modern toilets with dis-
abled facilities.

Jim was one of the
driving forces behind the
new arch in Edenderry

and put many hours into
ensuring its
tion would remain part
of the rich culture and
heritage associated with
the July celebrations in
Portadown. The Arch
Committee erected a me-
morial plate on the arch
as a symbol of their ap-
preciation of Jim’s faith-
ful work.

A keen and talented
artist, exhibiting  his
paintings in many lo-
cal exhibitions, Jim es-

construc-

tablished an art class in
Edenderry and passed
on his knowledge to all
the budding artists who
joined the group. One of
the first pieces of work
undertaken by the mem-
bers was based on Jim’s
own painting of Bach-
elors Walk in its former
glory. He also painted
‘Eden Ted’, the Mums
and Tots mascot, so that
he could teach his stu-
dents and help Edentots
raise funds by raffling
his work. The art class
appreciated the patient
work of their friend and
mentor.

Last year the Royal
British  Legion and
ECDA hosted a Festival
of Remembrance in Por-
tadown Town Hall. Once
again Jim was the driving
force in its organisation.
This event will be repeat-
ed this year and those
associated with its plan-

ning are missing Jim’s
input but are determined
to make it the success
Jim always envisaged.

In acknowledgement
of his lifelong interest in
the British Forces, dona-
tions in lieu of flowers
were for the charity Help
for Heroes.

In recognition of
